Pictures with lots of wires or telephone poles obstructing the view generally make a
picture unsuitable for the calendar. Some limited digital editing can be done, but it is

very time consuming and difficult to do.

The Endowment Fund Committee wishes to thank those members who took the time to complete the Endowment Fund Sur-
vey. There were 17 respondents several who provided additional comments for the committee. The table below summarizes the
responses by the percentage of respondents who selected the respective item.

Item 5: Purchase and restore a Diamond Hill property for a museum and meeting place.
