Old Dominion Songsters

Traditional Blues in Virginia will be
featured at the Lynchburg Museum at the
Old Court House from March 6 to Au-
gust 15, 2010. On loan from the Library
of Virginia, Old Dominion Songsters
offers biographies of Virginia blues leg-
ends such as John Jackson, William
Moore, John Cephas, Carl Martin,
Stephen Tarter, and Lynchburg’s Luke
Jordan. The exhibition examines the so-
cial milieu of blues music in Virginia,
including the house party tradition, music
in the mountains and its connection to
old-time music, and the migration of
artists to northern cities. Admission to
the exhibit is FREE. Old Dominion
Songsters developed out of an ongoing
project sponsored by the James River
Blues Society and led by Library of Vir-
ginia historian and blues guitarist Gregg
Kimball. Begun in 2001, the Old Domin-
ion Songsters project honors the founders
of Virginia blues and highlights the im-
portance of the East Coast or Piedmont
blues tradition and guitar style. For infor-
mation, contact Doug Harvey,
Lynchburg Museum System at 455-6226
or visit www.lynchburgmuseum.org.
